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Victorians support organ donation more than others in 
province, but more awareness still needed
VANCOUVER - Did you know that 26 residents of Greater Victoria are currently waiting for an organ transplant? Did you know that more than 257 people in Greater Victoria have received a second chance at life when they received an organ transplant? And did you know that just 13% of British Columbians, and close to 20% of Greater Victoria residents, have registered their decision on BC’s Organ Donor Registry? 
In an effort to create a greater awareness of organ donation, and to increase the number of Victorians registered on the Organ Donor Registry, the British Columbia Transplant Society (BCTS) has partnered with civic and provincial governments, businesses, and other community organizations to support Greater Victoria Organ Donation Week – October 16th to 22nd.
Six Greater Victoria civic governments, along with Thrifty Foods, the Victoria Police Department, and the Vancouver Island Health Authority have been especially supportive. Local businesses and community groups can support the Week by promoting organ donation and transplantation to their employees and customers. 

With nearly one-in-five people in Greater Victoria having registered their decision on the Organ Donor Registry, the city is above the provincial average in this regard, but the city can challenge itself to be a leader in the support of organ and tissue by taking the few minutes to register.
